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The Healthy Garden
A New Look at an Old Pesticide
A Promising Alternative To Toxic Sprays
Petroleum-derived horticultural oils have been used as a pest-management tool for a long
time. For many years these oil treatments were restricted to applications on deciduous woody
plants during the winter months, when they lacked foliage that could be burned by the oil.
Hence the term "dormant” oil spray. By the 1980's, however, major improvements in oil-
refining technology significantly lowered or removed leaf-burning contaminants such as sulfur
and naphthalene. This resulted in new types of refined mineral oils that are highly effective at
low application rates.

These new oils are known as horticultural oils. They are relatively inexpensive and can be
safely applied in summer or winter to a wide range of plant species, with little or no damage.
These species include many tender vegetables, fruits, berries, and ornamental plants. Most
(h) oils on the market today are still derived from petroleum oil, but vegetables oils extracted
from canola seed, corn, cottonseed, peanuts, soybean and sunflower seeds are slowly
making their way into this market.

Horticultural oils are effective against a wide range of pest insects. The most highly
susceptible pests are soft-bodied insects like aphids, caterpillars, leafhoppers, lace bugs,
mealybugs, various scales and spider mites. Oils can suffocate an insect by coating its entire
bode and blocking its breathing apparatus.

Scales on fruit trees, like citrus and avocado, can be treated in the spring or summer when
the scales are in the crawling stages. Overwintering eggs and pupae on fruit and nut trees
can be suppressed by applying (h) oils to the trunks and branches of trees during the winter,
just prior to bud swell. Such treatments substantially reduce the summer population of these
and other pests. Read the label on the package for the most updated list of crops that can be
safely treated, and apply according to the instructions on the label.

Home Brew/Horticultural Oil

Combine 1 Tablespoon liquid dish soap with 1 cup vegetable oil, such as corn or peanut
oil. Add 1 to 2 1/2 teaspoon of this solution to 1 cup of water and pour into a plastic pump-
handled bottle. Agitate the mixture and spray onto the undersides and topsides of infested
leaves. When combined with insecticidal soap, (h) oil acts as a synergist, helping to spread
the compound over the insect's surface and speed up penetration of the toxin inside the
insect's cuticle.

**Make applications in early morning on days with low humidity. This helps speed
evaporation of the oil. Avoid applying oil sprays when the air temps. are below 40-F or above
100-F for longer than 2 days, as the oil will take longer to dry, possibly causing damage. It is
suggested to apply dormant sprays around Thanksgiving time, Christmas time, and then
again around Valentine's Day. **Precaution** Avoid applying oil on newly emerging plant
shoots in early spring to keep from burning them, or in the fall before true dormancy has
taken place. This could result in dieback of shoots and twigs on deciduous plants the
following spring.
