POWERY MILDEW
Powdery Mildew is a fungal disease producing a gray to white, furry to powdery coating on new
leaves, stems, and flower buds. Within weeks leaves will become crumpled, and distorted, and often
drop prematurely. Powdery mildew spreads as wind blown spores. Spores do not need water to germi-
nate; they die in water. Powdery mildew survives only on plant tissue and in dormant buds and does
not survive in the soil. It over-winters on senescent and fallen leaves as little round structures that look
like grains of pepper with appendages. Powdery mildew grows best at moderate temperatures and in
shade, but it occurs in humid, foggy areas as well as in dry locations. Rain and direct sunlight inhibit powdery mildew.
Once powdery mildew growth is extensive, it is generally too late for fungicide applications to be effective. Because |
personally battle powdery mildew on several of my rose bushes, | have quickly learned other steps to help prevent
this disease.
First, let's start with disease resistance. Although many modern roses are highly susceptible to disease (due to
breeder emphasis on flower attributes alone), you can still choose from hundreds of widely available old fashioned
roses with outstanding disease resistance. Be careful when shopping for roses.. A dollar or two saved when purchas-
ing plants at a store other than a nursery, may cost you lots more in time and money battling plant diseases. Less
than one half of the plants and shrubs now sold are naturally pest and disease resistant. . Planting fungus resistant
rose varieties is the biggest step you can take toward disease-free organic rose growing.
It is easy to treat even young, tender plants the safe, organic way:
1. Start with regular cultural cleanliness. Pick up and dispose of, infected leaves.
2. Always water roses at their bases, never on their leaves.
3. If you're already growing cultivars that are susceptible to disease, interplant them with resistant cultivars to greatly
slow the spread of disease spores between plants.
4. Go easy on nitrogen fertilizer, using too much can result in lush, sappy growth that attracts aphids, which transmit
diseases as they feed.
5. Mulch the bed to keep spores from splashing up on plants when it rains, or when you're watering. A 1-inch deep
layer of compost can actually prevent disease.
6. To improve air circulation, remove crowded canes and (in summer) remove the lowest leaves from the base of
each plant.
7. As a last resort, use natural sprays. For powdery mildew and black spot, apply a solution of 1 tablespoon each of
baking soda and horticultural oil, with a few drops of insecticidal soap, per gallon of water once a week. Always do
test treatments on a small area first.
8. Finally, during the dormant season, spray with horticultural oil twice a month when the temperature is above 40
degrees.
