Put Your Business On the Map

How would you like an easy, free and effective
way to improve your business' Internet pres-
ence? Well, it's available today from every-
body's favorite Internet giant, Google.

As you know, most visitors to our area begin
their journey online, searching out places to stop
and things to do along the way. When they need
directions, they will often turn to an online map-
ping service, such as Google Maps. These
maps have come a long way from being simple
atlas-type road maps (and inaccurate ones at
that). Today, they contain a wealth of informa-
tion about landmarks, attractions and busi-
nesses, including yours!

Google Maps currently displays some individual
business locations on its maps (see downtown
Twain Harte map), with links to "more info"
about each business, called Place Pages. In
most cases, this information is compiled using
online "Yellow Pages" (Superpages, Insider-
pages), review sites (Yelp, Traveladvisor) and
the business' own website, if they have one.

Google also offers a free service called

the Google Local Business Center, through
which business owners can claim their listing
and take control of some of their most important
information, such as business description, hours,
accepted payment types, additional photos, etc.
If a business is not shown on Google Maps, a
new listing can be added by the owner. These
listings are then tagged as being "owner-verified
listings". It's almost like getting a free web page.

The first step is to visit http://google.com/Ibc and
click the button to "Add a New Business". You
will be prompted to sign in using an existing
Google account or create a new one (note that
you are not required to use Gmail when you cre-
ate a Google account). After gathering some ba-
sic information, your business will be added or, if
it already exists on the map, you will be able to
claim it as your own and add further details.

Note that you can't just claim anyone's business.
There is a verification process which provides
you with a PIN, either by phone or US Mail, us-
ing the contact information for the business.
Only after entering the PIN will a new listing ap-
pear or an existing listing be editable. The proc-
ess is simple and there's lots of online help, tuto-
rials and videos that fully describe how to use all
the features of the service.

Here's my challenge to the Twain Harte busi-
ness community: Let's get every business in
Tuolumne County to claim their business listing
on Google Maps or create one, if it doesn't yet
exist. Keep those listings up to date, link it to
your web site, add coupons (yes, you can do
that), solicit reviews and use this free tool to its
full potential. Tourists and locals alike view
these listings every day and | believe that provid-
ing them with more and better information will
have a positive effect on our business’ bottom
lines.
